Write On Project - What is it? 
The Write On Project is an extension opportunity for mid-to-high achieving students from 
Year 7 to 10.  Write On unleashes the creative potential of young writers. They are immersed 
in techniques of literary expression including plot and character development, description, 
tension building and cohesion.   The mystery sub-genre provides focus and inspiration for the 
students as they craft their own mystery and carefully consider the needs of their audience. 
Importantly, students also offer and receive meaningful, informed feedback. The Write On 
Project also provides a great opportunity for your child to experience online learning.    
 

 How does it work? 
The Write On project runs for 12 weeks. Students participate in a weekly online web 
conference that runs for one hour. These web conferences are held at a time nominated by 
your child’s school and are delivered by a specialist online teacher from the IMPACT Centre. 
These web conferences are supported by a staff member at your child’s school. Such support 
may include assisting students to use the digital tools and organising necessary equipment. 
 

How can you help? 
Students can also access additional resources for each lesson by going to the Department of 
Education’s eLearn website. This can be accessed by students at any time from either school 
or home. The link is www.elearn.eq.edu.au.  Teachers from the IMPACT Centre may require 
students to complete some additional activities as a homework task. These will be found 
under the appropriate lesson in eLearn.  Please talk to your child about the program and ask 
them about their progress each week once it begins.
